RUISHTON AND THORNFALCON PARISH COUNCIL

CHAIRMAN - DOUG LOWE 442453

CliIr. Doug Lowe took the chair for the last meting of the year and introduced Rupert Crossbie who
addressed those present on behalf of 'Sustrans'. He explained the present position regarding the
proposed cycle route between Hankridge and Ruishton, which would provide cyclists with a safer route
into town without having to cross the A358 or negotiate the M5 motorway intersection. Unfortunately, the
land is not currently available, but it was agreed that 'Sustrans' would contact the owner of the land and
ask if he would be willing to sell them part of the required field. ClIr. Fothergill will again press for funding
from the SCC in the next financial year, if it appears likely that the land could become available.

CliIrs. Lowe and Marshall will attend a meeting at County Hall in January to discuss concerns regarding
speeding on the A358 and the phasing of the traffic lights at the entrance to the Park and Ride.

The meeting discussed the precept for 2012/2013 and agreed on the draft figures to be presented to the
next meeting in January for acceptance.

A parishioner has written suggesting that the lights in the village be turned off at night.

When the lights were first installed in the village, parishioners had very mixed reactions to the scheme
and therefore the parish council have reservations about going ahead with this suggestion at the present
time. ClIr. Bulgin has spoken with the SCC Lighting dept. and was informed that they are to consider 'part
night lighting', starting with villages on Exmoor and will be covering the whole of Somerset in time. We
would be consulted before any decision is made and would have the opportunity to have some lights left
on if we so wish.

SCC would cover the cost, unless we wish to have it done now in which case the parish council would
have to bear the cost. The A358 and M5 intersection will not be fully turned off but could work with 50%
power. Following a request from three councillors, it was unanimously agreed not to remove the litter bin
by the bus shelter at the present time and to look at ways of dealing with the problem, such as a dual
purpose bin.
